The DECOST Project

DECOST aims to develop a new framework of waste
management, building a closed loop system of
organic waste valorisation integrating decentralized
Home & Community Composting (H&CC) systems

with Urban Agriculture.

Specific objectives

 To reduce organic waste generation, and increase
organic waste diversion from landfill sites, by
promoting the implementation of a new model

of organic waste treatment based on H&CC. The
model will focus on waste reduction, and will
increase source selection of all waste fractions (e.g.
organic, paper, plastic).

e To apply a holistic and integrated spatial planning
processes to increase economic, social and
territorial cohesion, and reduce pressures on the
environment, promoting the engagement of civil
society, scientific and local communities, and other

stakeholders in the governance process at all levels.

¢ To optimize the exploitation of the organic

component of municipal waste by promoting
urban agriculture projects targeting manifold
urban purposes, such as: greening, food security,
food accessibility, food literacy, job skills training,
employment, and community-building.

Historical and Social Context
of Solid Waste Treatment in

Israel-Palestine

Composting and recycling are often perceived
as paradigmatic acts of civic environmental
responsibility, but the complex politics and history
of waste treatment is usually not acknowledged in
environmental discussions. This talk aims to shed
light on the historical and social context of waste
treatment in Israel, and to characterize some of its
key features and contradictions. Findings are based
on a three-year ethnography of the Israeli waste
world, and on a discourse analysis of contemporary
and historical texts. The key finding is that efforts to
improve waste treatment in Israel are often rooted
in ideological commitments that are not directly
related to ‘environmental’ goals.

Biography

Talia Fried, Ph.D, is a cultural anthropologist and
post-doctoral fellow in the Department of Education
at Ben-Gurion University of the Negev. Her research
specialties are Science and Technology Studies (STS),

e Since 2009, Ehab has taken necessary steps to meet
regulatory requirements for continued government
support of End of Life landfill. He has built a
good relationship with key government officials,
establishing a partnership with multiple ministries.
e Another project involves the extraction of biogas
to generate electrical power, adding another revenue
stream.

e Participated in tenders/bids for earthmoving
projects.

e Set in place business parameters to monitor the
ongoing financial health of the company.

e Established and executed business road map,
to convert a purely landfill business into a full
separation, recycling and composting business. This
included acquiring all necessary regulatory permits,
establishing a partnership with the Environmental
Ministry and Regional Building and Infrastructure
Ministry, hiring contractors and project managers,
selecting technology and plant builders.

e Supervised and provided project management
for new businesses to meet deadlines, including
working with multinational companies to coordinate
the building of the plants.

The waste processing site in Ibillin began operating
and providing service in 1993, as a sanitary landfill,
serving the northern region of Israel. Naser Recycling
has evolved over the years into a full-circle waste
recycling center, and now includes new technologies
for waste handling. It is a privately owned business,
with sole ownershlp belonging to Saer Dag
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MR. EHAB DAOUD

include several plants, land (200 Dunams), several
buildings and heavy earth moving equipment,
meaning there is no need for external contractors.
The current environmental business model is
centered around several businesses, with several
revenue streams.

Our facilities include an organic/composting plant
(Company: S.D.M. for Environmental), the first indoor-
full enclosed MSW composting plant in Israel, using
a unique combination of technologies. There is an
onsite separation plant that transfers the organic
material to the composting facility, where the
material is laid out in windrow piles, with a total of 14
windrows. The plant has been approved and partially
funded by the Israeli Ministry of Environmental
Protection.
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
